While over in WA we also secured 3 outcross 

ewes from Sandown SAMM, Badgingarra.  

These three ewes are the direct result of 

pure South African embryos.  Hopefully a 

couple of future donors will eventuate.  

September saw me fly to Adelaide Royal 

Show for SAMM judging. I was honoured to 

be asked to judge there and was very    

overwhelmed to find the SAMM section to be 

the largest in Australia, no pressure there!!   

It was pleasing to see such a great line up 

of sheep and it was a credit to the breeders 

involved.  I gave Supreme of the Show to a 

beautiful ewe from Bruce and Deb Nultyôs 

Punari SAMM, Kingston SA.  I am sure the 

Australian SAMM industry will see more from 

this ewe in the future.  Needless to say I 

have come home from there with some    

interesting genetic combinations for future 

joinings in mind.  Exciting times ahead!

$168 head, QLD Record  

The SAMM breed was awarded 2 nd  

and 3 rd  place in the largest carcase 

competition in Queensland.  

Prime Lamb Australia feedlot at 

Clifton entered the lambs in the 

Leitch Pastoral Group Prime Lamb 
Carcase Competition at the Ekka, 

ñRoyal Queensland Showò on our 

behalf in August 2009.   
 
2nd   Place was awarded to our    

Lindon Samm lambs in the Pen of 

three Restaurant Lambs class.  
 
The SAMM performed extremely 

well considering it was up against 

all the likely contenders, Poll    

Dorsetôs, Suffolkôs / White,       

Dorperôs / White, Texelôs etc. the 

list goes on.   
 
The SAMM is truly a meat sheep  
 
The lambs were sent to the feedlot 

due to our seasonal conditions at 

Lindon, or we should say lack of 

season as we are experiencing the 
2nd  driest year on record.  
 
The lambs were fed for 6 

weeks, gaining 470grams per 
day,  which is an achievement in 

itself.  
 
The lambs weighed 71kg full 

weight, 34kg dressed, achieving a 

48% dressing percentage.  These 

lambs entered were a combination 

of  F2's and culled purebreds.  

The remaining Lindon Samm lambs 

that didnôt go to the EKKA, were     

retained in the feedlot at Clifton,   

continuing to maintain the outstanding 

growth rates of 470gms / day   
achieving a maximum of 101kgs  for a 

lamb and averaging 78kgs.  
 
When you stop and think about it, 
101kgs.  Compare that to Johnnie!!  
 
These lambs were entered in the  

W a r w i c k  S h o w  P r i m e  L a m b          
Competition. Unfortunately they  

werenôt rewarded in the ribbon stakes 

but more importantly they topped the 

market with $168 / head .  Breaking 

the QLD Lamb record, purchased by 

Country Fresh Australia .
